Superintendent’s Report

Superintendent’s Report — Dr. Gallagher

e Student Showcase: Elementary Enrichment

The Board viewed a video showcase highlighting the district’s elementary programs.
The presentation featured student participation and engagement in enrichment
opportunities that were initially expanded following COVID relief funding and have
continued in a modified format.
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e Budget Proposal: Curriculum and in Service

The administration continued its budget development presentation for the 2026-2027
school year, focusing on:

Curriculum Development: Proposed increase of approximately 5% (approximately
$100,000). The Primary driver: relocation of curriculum writing stipends from Teaching
(A2110) to Curriculum Development (A2010). Additional increases include BOCES
cooperative services (COSERs), Professional development in reading and math and
Contractual salary increases for curriculum administrators and clerical support. Other
line items remain relatively stable with minor adjustments.

Professional Development / In-Service Training: Proposed decrease of approximately 5%
(from approximately $300,000 to $277,000). Decrease attributed primarily to the District
not participating in the Tri-States consortium next year. Budget includes Staff stipends for
in-service instruction, Contractual allotments for coursework and BOCES workshops and
Frontline professional development tracking software.

Technology Budget Update: Software line items are being consolidated under Function
2630 (Computer Assisted Instruction). A proposed budget transfer was presented to
address supply chain delays and anticipated cost increases for technology purchases.

New Courses in the High School including AP Cybersecurity, Barbering program through
BOCES, Social Studies Psychology course and an Economics course (second year of
implementation).

Budget Timeline is Budget Adoption: April 14, 2026, Budget Hearing: Week prior to vote,
Budget Vote: May 2026.
